The “OLDC Quarterly” presents Online Data Collection (OLDC) information, upcoming changes, and helpful tips for using OLDC.  If there is a need to communicate important information in between Quarterly editions, special bulletins are distributed.  OLDC Version 2.2 contains 1 new form and 5 changes.  Reference and training materials for this OLDC release are posted to the OLDC Help/FAQ section of the extranet.  See information on the new OLDC release below.
New OLDC Version 2.2 Schedule of Release 
The new OLDC Version is scheduled for release Monday, January 22, 2007.  
· Please exit OLDC Production Database on Friday, January 19, at 5PM EST.
The changes, additions, and enhancements are included in OLDC Version 2.2. These are listed in detail in the following sections.
Grantee Selection

The title of the “Grantee Selection” screen changes to “Program & Grantee Selection”.

The screen defaults to a quick refresh for all users. When a selection is made, wait until the action is complete before continuing with the next step.
Under Step 2: Select Grantee, the funding period is added in parenthesis when selecting a grantee. This change makes it easier to determine which grantee to choose when there is more than one grantee with the same name on the list.

The report name is added in parenthesis after the Report Type in Step 3. For example, for the Adoption program, the expenditures report displays as Expenditures (FCAA-ADOPT PART1).

Search Feature

On the Program & Grantee selection screen, federal staff assigned to over 300 grantees (in the program that they select in Step 1) receives a pop-up message telling them to use the new “Search” feature to reduce the number of results.  This feature also appears on the New SF 424 selection screen.

· Use the "Search For" drop down list and enter the appropriate Postal Code, Grantee Name, EIN, or City in the "Like" field.  

· Click "Search" to display grantees in the “Select Grantees” drop down list.
Report Selection

There are now three possible Report period screens to replace the Reporting Period Selection screen. The screen that displays depends on the report type selected from the Program & Grantee Selection screen. The three possible types are:

1. Grant & Report Period Selection screen – used if report requires Grant Period information.

2. Reporting Period Selection screen – used if report requires report period information.

3. Grant, Budget, & Report Period Selection screen – used if report requires Budget Period information.
New Form – SF-424
Grant applications submitted through Grants.gov may be viewed in their entirety via OLDC. Grant applications are added to OLDC from Grants.gov automatically as they become available. Only Version 2 of the SF-424 is supported.

Program Office staff are given view-only access to the SF-424 via OLDC on a phased in basis. If permission is provided, the SF-424 selection screens can be accessed from the Home screen by clicking “Grant Application Form”. More information regarding access to the SF-424 will be provided as it becomes available.

Grant Application Form 

Grant Application Announcement Selection Screen - There are two possible options:

· Continuation or Revision
Once the forms are accessed they are organized section-by-section to view or print. All sections have the status of submitted.
Attachments

Attachments may be associated with a specific cell. If an attachment is associated with a particular cell, a paper clip icon displays in the corner of the cell and can be clicked to open the attachment. This new options is currently available on the SF-424. However, the capability is available for any form if requested.

All attachments (form and cell level) may still be viewed by clicking the Add/View Attachments button.
Discretionary Forms
OLDC Version 2.2 has the capability for Discretionary report forms. A Discretionary pilot is in the planning stages.  More information will be provided as it is available.

OLDC Tip 

When working in OLDC, make sure each process is complete before going to the next step.  You can tell if a step is complete when the Flag in Internet Explorer stops waving or when the blue bar at the bottom of the screen fills.
